	1. Hallways clear of equipment/clutter.
	

	2. Unit/department clean (including drawers and cabinets).  No spills on floors.
	

	3. Nothing stored on floors or 18 inches from sprinklers.
	

	4. Only clean items in clean storage; no clean items in soiled utility room.
	

	5. Employees know PI activities.  Unit-Specific PI Data posted on Unit.
	

	6. All patients have received the Patient Handbook.
	

	7. Employees can explain standard (infection control) precautions.
	

	8. Patient nourishment kitchen is clean.
	

	9. Medication refrigerator clean and defrosted.  Temperature log is complete with documented corrective action if out of range.
	

	10. Drugs within expiration date.  Check med cart, including bottom drawer for any outdated medications – return to pharmacy.
	

	11. Multiple dose vials properly labeled (date/time/initials), including expirations dates.  Discard 28 days after opening or at expiration.  No open single dose vials.  Insulin pens are single patient use.
	

	12. Med carts are clean.
	

	13. Controlled substances locked and inventoried M-W-F.
	

	14. Food in patient nutrition refrigerator labeled and dated – no expirations.  Temp log complete with documented corrective action if out of range.  
	

	15. Patient food brought from outside is in a labeled Ziploc baggie with patient’s first initial, last name, and date and placed in refrigerator.  Discard after 24 hours.
	

	16. Doors to clean and dirty utility rooms closed.
	

	17. Lab specimen tubes within expiration date.
	

	18. All IV tubing and IV dressings on patients labeled with date and initials.
	

	19. Sharps disposed of properly, with nothing stored on top of Sharps containers.
	

	20. PPE for isolation and standard precautions easily accessible.  PPE available/worn by employees when appropriate.
	

	21. Only approved cleaning solutions under sink.  No patient care items under sinks.
	

	22. Crash cart log up to date.  Staff able to verbalize opening of crash cart.
	

	23. Fluid warmer log complete (if applicable).  Fluids marked with 14 day Beyond Use Date (B.U.D.)
	

	24. No staff food or drink outside of designated areas.
	

	25. Supplies within expiration date.
	

	26. Clean linen is kept covered or stored inside a clean supply room.
	

	27. Full linen hampers/bags not overfilled.  Bags not on floor.
	

	28. Needles and syringes secured and/or locked.
	

	29. Oxygen cylinders secured; no more than 12 full cylinders in same area.  Oxygen sign is posted.
	

	30. Clean pill splitters and crushers.
	

	31. Confidentiality and privacy is maintained throughout unit.
	

	32. Computers signed out when unattended.
	

	33. All staff display ID badge and compliance with dress code.
	

	34. Accuchecks – Reagent bottles labeled with expiration dates.
	

	35. Appropriate hand washing/hygiene observed.
	


Tips for Talking to Surveyors:

· Approach surveyors; introduce self and offer assistance.

· Reply to surveyors’ questions directly and concisely.

· Do not embellish answers or volunteer unnecessary information.

· Be truthful; don’t try to ‘snow’ a surveyor.

· Do not argue with surveyor, keep conversation professional.

· Ask questions if you don’t understand something or need clarification.

· It is OK to say you do not know the answer, but can verbalize/demonstrate where to find it.

· If patients are in restraints on your unit; ensure orders are written and signed; restraint flowsheet data elements are all complete.
